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Beulah Road: a brave experiment T or a cop out?

Beulah Road Bicycle Boulevard
Norwood
Design Options and Traffic Impact

As you probably know, the State governnme wants to create a series of good bike

routes into the city. AsStephen Mullighan told BISA in Maythe eastern suburbs

arearealpr obl e m. They don’t have the rail way
in the western suburbs.

The most important response so far is th&lorwood Magill Bikeway, which uses
local streets, in particular Beulah Road. Beulah Road carries up to 5,000 cars a
day as it passes through Norwood. But it is a popular bike route and last year the
Government moved to improve conditions by installing a cyclist and pedestrian
actuated crossing across Portrush Road and redesigned four roundabouts to slow
down cars using hem.

Now Norwood Payneham and St Peters Council has adoptegdlan to slow the
traffic along Beul ah Road furtherjesusing d
of “bmiodck raised tables” and a wombat <cross

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Importantly they want cyclists themselves to become traffic calmers. The plan
involves replacing the existing shared bikgparking lane with sharrows,
suggesting that cyclists use the car lane. Tipdan also removes the centre line,
encouraging cars to overtake on the other side of the road. If cars are coming in
the other direction they will just have to wait.

Timid cyclists will no longer have theperceivedsecurity of a white line.
( “ Per cbedauseiplts them in the door zone and creates conflicts with cars
arriving at a roundabout at the same time.)

This is the first time we know of that a bike lane has been removed to improve
conditions for cyclists. And it will happen on a quite busyaad.

The argument is that this is a bike boulevard, where cyclists will have priority on
the road, rather than be confined to a strip along the side. The physical measures
to slow down the traffic will make cyclists feel comfortable sharing the traffic

lane.

On the other hand, the designers were forced to adopt this approach given
Council’”s insistence that no parking
